The camp elddcity system works off a diesel generator and inverter with a battery bank. When the client is out of the camp huating, th
generator is run for 2 hours in the morning and then again 2 hours in the afternoon to charge the battery bank and epdrajerator,
freezer, and ice machine. The inverter is turned off every evening for the duration of the night giving power to alitketskand lights in all

the tents. This system allows clients to enjoy the magical sounds of the African nighot &mel droning of a diesel engine!

The electricity system is both 110V and 220VEvery tent contains a stegiown converter in a wooden container next to the desk. One side of
the box is clearly marked 110V and the other side 220V. Please make sadetiie rvoltage limitation of your chargers before plugging in your
electric devise. If need be, the inverter may also be turned on during lunch for charging or any other purposes,yotojaskha

To help us save battery power, please turn offligies and all other power sources when not in use. Ladies, if you have need to usdryehair
please inform the camp manager prior to use so that we may shut off any other devices during that time. Dryers creatappcsdvaitery
resources and myaverload the inverter system.

Plumbing and Hot Water

Water for the plumbing system is either pumped by foot from the river in front of camp (Rungwa / Selous) or is brougtick (atron) and
is stored in tanks. The plumbing system is theavgy fed from these tanks. This watertherefore UNSUITABLE to drinki you do happen to
drink a little bit by mistake do not worry, you will not die, the camp staff drink it all the time. We suggest you orktltzimater out of the
bottles provded.

Hot water for showering / shaving is available both early in the morning and in the evening. Behind each tent is @Ko Boithere to be a
supply of hot water to the basins and shower, all the stadfd todo is make a small fire undertiedhe boiler and in a matter of minutes hot
water is available. If you only like to shower in the morning or evening please tell us so that we do not waste firewood.

If there is a leak, insufficient water pressure or no hot water, please inform usigstghedo that we canorrectthe problem as soon as possible
and conserve water.

Camp Routine and Meals @

Lunches are usualbet upunder a shady treduring the course of your safari each day. Your safari vehiickeve a packed lunch box and fridge
filled with the soft drinks and beer of your choice.

Before dinner we usually relax around the fire, enjoy a drink or two and hawesnécks. From there we move into the mess where a full 3
course meal will be delightfully served.

What makes this tribe famous is the fact that they had retained many of their traditional ways even though
Tanzania is becoming more modern and industrialiZEde Maasai tribes arstill traditionally semi

nomadic. Theg live off their cattleand milk from their goatalmost exclusively. They have a reputation of

being a fierce warring tribe and cattle raids are common still today. Maasai men may have more than one wife

grass, and then cover it with a mixture of cow dung and mud. The men put a thick wall of driedrtern

branches around the circle of houses to prevent wild animalsfromocog i nt o tohmea .voi | | age o

The women do a lot of beading in their spare time. They bead necklaces, headdresses, gourds, and dresses. It
is possible irour Lake Natronareato visit Maasai bomas and acquire traditional arts and crafts.

The young Maasai children sometimes useglay a game where they would place rocks on a sleeping

rhinocerosd when there were still rhinos around. The last one to place a rock on it before it wakes up is the

winner.

Selous Game Reserve
A g 1 Three of the TWC hunting concessions are deep in the heart of thellibh acre Selous Game
Reserve; famous for its vast herds of buffalo, elephant, hippo, plains game, and thedigseats.

All of the hunting camps are located in some of the most remote, scenic, ardaaaneas in the

Selous and are accessible only by air charter intemaiihtained bush strips. There are no people or

villages within the whole of the Selsuexcept the hunting camps and clients who are there on only

a seasonal basis. The concessions and eardgs(Luwegod 371km?), MA1 (Madaba 1,676&m?),

and U3 (commonly referred to as the Rufiji caﬁwzkmz)— produce some terrific dangerous game
opportunities for four of the African Big Five, as well as some exciting action with hippo. Some of

the monster crocs basking themselves on the banks of the rivers may have been around during the
days of Frederick Courtney Selous, the famous humaturalist in whose honor the Reserve was
named!

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Hunters Rules and Ethics

The survival of wildlife in Africa and the ethical management of our natural resources

utmost importance to all of udt is therefore our duty as hunters to ensure that o
utilization of these resources is conducted in a strictly sporting, humane and sustai

manner, which has no negative impact on either the habitat or the wildlife population

its structure.

Presently thehunting in Tanzania is regulated by the Wildlife Conservation Act, 1¢
No.12 1974 which specifically states the following:

1)

No hunting of any animals from any mechanically propelled vehicle, or wit
200m of such vehicle except when hunting birds in wate

No chasing or driving of animals by vehicle.

No baiting or hunting within 500m of permanent water, waterhole or salt lick, except for hippo, waterbuck, sitatunga, lercoudli
birds.

No animal shall be hunted except under and in accordance with tigitmmns of a valid game license.

No hunting within 2km of a National Park boundary.

All hunting to be conducted within the hours of daylight (30 minutes before sunrise to 30 minutes after sunset).

No hunting by use of artificial light or night vision eguaient.

No hunting of any animal not listed on the respective license, or overshooting of set quotas. No shooting of camp meat.

No shooting of female, young or immature/dependant animals.

Respect all Game Reserve, National Park, private land and individindhg area boundaries.

Any wounded animals must be killed at the earliest opportunity, using all reasonable means to do so.

Any dangerous animal (elephant, buffalo, lion, leopard), which is wounded and not killed, must be reported to the nearest Gam
Officer. Report shall specify the date, time, and place of wounding, nature of wound, efforts made to kill the animal &ed any ot
information, which may help to locate the animal.

If a dangerous animal, which is wounded, enters a Game Controlled AreaR@senee, Forest Reserve, National Park, or the
Ngorongoro Conservation Area, the person wounding it shall report such entry to the nearest Game Officer, Forest fficer, Par
Warden or Conservator, and such officer shall take all necessary measured to kiigig the animal.

It is expected and required of all Professional Hunters to read and abide with the Wildlife Conservation Act 1974.
